I. Welcome and Introductions:

II. Guest – Dr. Sandra Ruffin, Director of Federal Program Monitoring, Virginia Department of Education
· Special Education Records:  DR. Ruffin began by explaining her office’s role in Special Services and Student Services.  They conduct audits of all special education records from schools and also those that receive services from private organizations.  In addition, her office also conducts investigations for civil rights complaints as they relate to career and technical education.  They work very closely with the Office of Civil Rights at the federal level.  On the FERPA website – if you are not familiar with it, there are lots of educational tips and training materials already there – you don’t need to create anything, just use what they have.  There is also a list serve and an FAQ.   Dr. Ruffin then proceeded to address the questions that she received ahead of the meeting.  (Separate file.)
